1. Introduction: 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The proposed project relates to the construction of front and rear extensions with all associated works, to the subject single storey dwelling. The development will be of new traditional construction and will fully meet current Building Regulation standards for insulation and heat loss. 

2. Description of the proposed project.  

Brodie Associates have been engaged to review the planning feasibility for the project and to review the design proposals. The design has been carefully considered in providing an extended dwelling that meets the modern-day standards of creating a sustainable dwelling for the future. 

3.  Water/Drainage and Water Butt considerations and provision:
  
The proposed dwelling will have conventional rainwater gutters and down pipes, collecting roof Surface water run-off, discharging to new soakaways. Hard landscaping areas have a natural runoff to adjacent garden areas.
The proposed rainwater downpipes will be routed to discharge firstly, into two 200-litre catchment water butts, and with any overflow taken to the new soakaways as shown on the drawing. 
The Foul Water Drainage will discharge into the existing mains Foul Water Drainage system and then into the Public Foul Sewer, all as shown.
      
4.  Electric energy consumption:

The construction will incorporate the installation of energy-efficient lighting with
the possibility of the provision of a 7Kw Type 2 Electric Vehicle Charging Point.
